	Chair’s Welcome / Public Forum
Members of the Public may address the Council for a maximum of three minutes, prior to the commencement of the meeting. All comments are to be directed to the Chair of the meeting.
Member of the public present from the Two Bays Trust (TBT) and Save Port Quin Bay (SPQB)/Save Our Bays (SOB) orgs.
SPQB/SOB has submitted its response to the MMO (Marine Management Organisation). CEFAS (Centre for Environment, Fisheries and Aquatic Science) require more information from the applicant. The MMO will not extend the time frame again. Primary agencies are supporting the rejection of the app. 
TBT are keen to create a VMCA (Voluntary Marine Conservation Area) for Port Quin and Port Isaac bays. The proposed area includes sections of the two Marine Conservation Zones (MCZ) covering Padstow Bay and Surrounds and Tintagel to Hartland Point.
The TBT is opening a Marine Centre at Trevathan Farm which will be community driven and run. The aim is to encourage green social prescribing and acts of reciprocal work. Mental Health charities are involved. Pentreath is willing to train volunteers in mental health first aid. Any support and help the PC can offer would be welcomed but the initial intention is to make people aware of its existence.

	Organisations and Reports
a. Parish Council Chair – Members to receive a report.
[bookmark: _Hlk190178004]Cllr Raynor informs Members of the Safety of Lithium-ion Batteries Campaign. Members are undecided on how relevant the campaign is to the PC but agree to support the legislation. 
A complaint has been received from a parish resident regarding the speed limit on the B3267. The previous argument from Cornwall Council (CC) preventing this was the road not having street lighting. At the recent CAP meeting the introduction of 40, 30 and 20 mph limits on country lanes are being considered as a phased approach. The Clerk will contact Highways to request a reduction in the speed limit. 

b. Divisional Members Report - Members to receive a report.
Cllr Mould is pleased to announce that CC have balanced their budget. The rural grant has been cut by £5,000,000 resulting in CC having to source this money via other channels. Council tax will remain at 4.99%
At the recent CALC (Cornwall Assoc of Local Councils) briefing regarding the NPPF (National Planning Policy Framework), it was reported that NDP (Neighbourhood Development Plans)’s older than five years will be mostly irrelevant. The St Endellion NDP is four years old this year. 
The new plans require twice as many houses than the original and there is no longer a five-year land supply. There isn’t any development land available in St Endellion parish but areas like St Minver will struggle due to unspecified land on their NDP.
The county’s airport is not for sale but is looking for a partner to work with CC to ensure the airport stays operational. It costs £4,000,000 to keep it running. 
Cllr Mould is proud of what has been achieved in this term and expresses the importance of whoever comes next focussing on selling assets that could be run better by other people. 
Wadebridge school football pitch is still facing opposition from neighbours regarding lighting and sound. They are waiting for one more report to be finalised.


c. Playing Field Development Working Party - Members to receive an update.
Cllr Button revisits key points discussed and decided during the meeting at Trevathan Farm. The PC agreed to apply for full planning on the site as a whole with the intention of a phased development focussing initially on the playing field. The initial outlay is expected to be in the region of £600,000 with an overall cost for the site at £1,500,000. This is at commercial rate and has the potential to be less. A Community Interest Company (CIC) would be the desired option to develop the social hub aspect of the site. The aim is to have the full planning application in by May 2025 and to then look at funding streams to support the development.  
The intended CIC could continue the process of applying for any available funding and the running of the premises, developing future plans with the support of the PC.
The reports are almost complete for the full commercial costs, there is an ecological report and an engineering report to come.
The project will need full planning permission to access the funding streams available, the PC agreed to follow this process in the PFDWP meeting. Cllr Williams advises public consultation and data gathering be carried out in advance of the full planning application. 
The new council after the May elections can regroup and continue with the project. The Community Capacity Fund is now open and can provide between £25,000-50,000 for feasibility studies, planning etc and must be spent by December 2025. 

d. STEND_HWG – Members to receive an update in the closed session.

e. Camel Valley Community Area Partnership – Members to receive a report.
When the plans to introduce a 20mph speed limit was raised, 75% of those present were in favour. This could support the PC’s request to have the speed limit reduced on the B3267. 
Community travel – the bus service cannot continue as it is with double decker buses driving through villages empty. CAP has the levelling up fund from the government and has voted unanimously to support bus services across the county. 
Police update – improvement to 101 answer times. There has been a clamp down on drugs in the area.

	Environmental / Amenity Matters – including the Contract & Maintenance Supervisor Report and any items received after the agenda was issued: 

a. Roscarrock Update – The turnstiles and barriers should be completed in the next couple of weeks. The toilet block should then start making some money back. There was an issue with the water supply for SWW in the pumping station below, this has now been resolved. 

b. Trelights Improvements – The original plan was for a maximum of five big boulders at the back of the grassed area stopping anything encroaching onto the verge. A replacement bench with a concrete base. Mesh at the front of the green space to allow people to park and for the grass to grow through. Railway sleepers added along the back due to the slope. To cut back vegetation behind the bench making a wall unnecessary. All agree to the original plans being carried out.
Proposed by Cllr Hills and Seconded by Cllr Smith to Resolve that the previously planned works be continued.

c. Trelights Trees – CC have conducted a site visit. They have concerns around the tree with the TPO and how much can be cut back. This will need a planning app. The officer has taken photos of what can be cut so whoever buys the house and puts in the planning app can have access to the photos and plans to assist them. If the owners are not concerned it will be down to the chapel to proceed if they choose. The planning app will incur a cost.
The PC can organise works being carried out on the copper beech tree above the chapel roof. Ms Jon will collate an email of the information from the officer and share with the Trelights Members. 

d. Car Park Machines – Armtrac established an issue when they could not return the cash box to its usual place inside the machine at the top of the car park. When Ms Jon attempted to reinsert the cash box assuming it had got wet or damaged somehow, she realised that the inside strong box had been cut with what appears to be an angle grinder. The locks will be changed on all three machines. 

e. Local Maintenance Partnership – Clare explains the documents received from CC. They have removed two paths from the silver allocation and added two to the gold paths. All looks correct and manageable.

f. Members to consider inviting arboriculturist from Tree Investment Ltd to advise on planting in The Main Car Park. A sum of over 2k was originally invested in the planting to provide screening at distance & improve biodiversity gain. Support Button and Webster. 
Proposed by Cllr Button and Seconded by Cllr Webster to Resolve that the arboriculturist be invited to support the PC with its planting options.

g. Members to consider the purchase and build of an awning for the concession in the Main car park – This will be paid for and owned by the PC as an asset. The cost will be in the region of £600-700.
Proposed by Cllr Webster and Seconded by Cllr Symons to Resolve that the awning extension and works be paid for.
20:18pm Cllr Button leaves the meeting.

h. Community Land for Trelights Village – Cllr Smith informs Members of the Trelights committee and the events they hold a couple of times a year in the gardens of two houses with permission from the owners. 
The committee would be interested in investing in their own piece of land where they could hold the events without depending on or inconveniencing other land owners.
There is an area of land making up 0.2 acres in Trelights which is expected to be purchased as a building plot. It is being sold via auction in March 2025. Although the land would be of interest to the committee, the PC has allocated its funds for the next financial year and cannot consider a land purchase at this time. It is possible that the owners may consider selling directly to the community for less, in which case funding or fundraising would need to be considered and accessed.
