	Chair’s Welcome / Public Forum
Members of the Public may address the Council for a maximum of five minutes, prior to the commencement of the meeting. All comments are to be directed to the Chair of the meeting.
Cllr Penny welcomes four members of the public. The Clerk was contacted beforehand and informed of their attendance to object to planning application PA25/04646. All four are residents of Roscarrock Hill. Opportunity is given for introductions and a brief outline of what they are representing. Cllr Penny invites them to stay for the planning application discussion. Points raised by the four residents are: the proposal is four times larger in cubic metres than the existing garage; the application states that no trees or hedges will be removed but one of the reports contradicts this and references the large tree will need to be removed; the tree has re-rooted itself and is considered (by members of the public present) safer now than it was previously; all four confirm they would support the garage to be redeveloped but not in line with the current application; allowing such an increase in size would encourage others to follow suit.

a. Parish Council Chair – Members to receive a report -  
Cllr Penny makes apologies for being unable to attend the Trelights fete. 
He is booked on the upcoming Code of Conduct and Chairing Skills training. 
There is a new grant from Cornwall Council (CC) which we are entitled to apply for to help maintain our footpaths. The C&MS is putting together a list of potential uses for the grant, and the Clerk will apply on behalf of the PC. This will be on a first come first served basis. 
The Headlands Hotel update is on the agenda as an item. The case has been taken up by CC’s principal development officer which is perceived as a positive step.
An email has been received from a concerned resident of the parish regarding the speed and build-up of traffic at Port Gaverne. This has been shared with CC.
The PC is awaiting updates on two dwellings in the parish which hopefully Cllr Moore can support with on her return from leave. 
Cllr Penny references the scam emails that have started up again seeming to be from the Chair. He insists that any emails to Members will be sent via the Clerk and for Members to ignore any others.

	Environmental / Amenity Matters – including the Contract & Maintenance Supervisor Report and any items received after the agenda was issued: 

a. Installation of a Water Bottle Refill Station at Roscarrock Hill WCs – C&MS – Members to consider the proposal. 
Initially, as the building is listed, it was not possible to install a refill station. The C&MS has found a place where it can be utilised without affecting the building and its ‘listed’ status. The costs of installation and design would be in the region of £3,000-£4,000. Members are reminded of the increase in the PC’s water bill via direct debit, details of which were received earlier today.
Proposed by Cllr Button, seconded by Cllr Pierpoint, that Members resolve to discuss the proposal as a project at the next budget meeting in November. This will give the Roscarrock toilet block development the opportunity to start making an income again before committing to additional spending.  

b. Cemetery Rules & Regulations – C&MS did hope to have an update but is still awaiting a response from three people outside of the PC. Until this happens, progress is limited. 

c. Port Isaac Valley Footpath – C&MS - Update around signage options used in other parishes. Clerk has forwarded complaint to CC. 
C&MS has researched and found that other parishes will not add signage unless there is a significant hazard which is not visible. Any signage would need to be passed by CC in the first instance. All future complainants will be directed to Cornwall Council's Countryside Services Dept. CC have confirmed they will only fund two cuts per year for the path in question.  

d. Parking Permits – C&MS - Members to consider offering parking permits to neighbouring parishes, considering the low uptake in St Endellion. 
Proposed by Cllr Button, seconded by Cllr Smith, that Members resolve to keep the permits for use of residents of the parish only. The motion is carried unanimously.

e. Installation of Solar Panels – C&MS – Members to consider the panels for the roofs of New Road and Main car park WCs.
Proposed by Cllr Button, seconded by Cllr Cleave, that Members resolve to task the C&MS with researching costs of panels, the potential of combined car charging units and battery storage options. Members consider the proposal as a long-term project with the potential to incorporate the Playing Field Development.

	Highway Matters 
Any items that were not sent to the Clerk for the agenda have been added to 25/119.
a. Traffic speed going into Trelights – Cllr Penny - Members to discuss. 
The problem area is the junction at the bottom near the village green. It is a 30mph zone that CC have said cannot be changed to 20mph. C&MS has requested a mobile speed sign. Cllr Penny would like a Highways Officer to visit the parish and review all matters being discussed. 

b. Warning Signage – Cllr Penny – Members to discuss improved signage to slow traffic approaching Trewetha bends coming towards Port Isaac. Currently no signage in place. 
CC Highways department are already aware of the concerns. 

c. B3314 Pendoggett to China downs (St Teath/Port Gaverne crossroads) - Cllr Penny -White lines are no longer visible. Members to discuss. 
Proposed by Cllr Penny, seconded by Cllr Pierpoint, that Members resolve to task the Clerk with contacting neighbouring parishes to take a wider, multi PC approach to the concern.  

d. Improved Signage – Cllr Penny – Members to discuss a 'No Parking At Any Time' sign by the telephone box at the bottom of Church Hill. A ‘Passing Place’ sign is there but is constantly being ignored. 
Proposed by Cllr Penny, seconded by Cllr Cleave, that Members resolve to task the C&MS with contacting CC Highways department.

e. Village Signs – Cllr Penny - Car park direction signs indicating 'Car Park Turn Right' at the bottom of Back Hill sending traffic back up the one-way system. Members to discuss the possibility of another sign indicating 'No Car Parking in the Village' if traffic turns left down towards the harbour.
Proposed by Cllr Penny, seconded by Cllr Hills, that Members resolve to task the C&MS with contacting CC Highways department.

f. Pedestrians Walking the Main Road Between Port Isaac and Trelights – Cllr Smith – Pedestrians causing traffic queues and putting themselves and others at risk of an accident. Members to discuss a possible solution. 
Proposed by Cllr Smith, seconded by Cllr Symons, that Members resolve to task the C&MS with contacting CC Highways department with a view to adding signage indicating there are no pavements and the road speed is 60mph.

g. Street Sign at the Top of Back Lane – C&MS - Members to discuss the replacement of the original sign, which stated the name of the lane, that fell off the wall and broke. This is a privately organised sign, and costs would need to be covered by the PC.
Proposed by Cllr Symons, seconded by Cllr Button, that Members resolve to task the C&MS with getting costings to replace the sign as cheaply as possible.

Proposed by Cllr Hills, seconded by Cllr Cleave, that Members resolve to trial the spare projector from the village hall to see if it works. C&MS will organise.

e. Car Park – Members have been sent the figures for income over the last three financial years. Members to discuss. Clerk to add any relevant discussion points the next Playing Field Committee meeting agenda.
Proposed by Cllr Button, seconded by Cllr Hills, that Members resolve to give the car park figures time to stabilise and return to pre pandemic numbers before setting any expectations around the income. The figures suggest that income is already beginning to stabilise. All agree that an hour’s stay would cause too many issues with PNCs.
