a. Ordinary Meeting and Annual Council Meeting – 8th September 2025 – Proposed by Cllr Symons and Seconded by Cllr Hills to Resolve that the minutes be accepted as a true record.

	Organisations and Reports

a. Parish Council Chair – Members to receive a report -  
Cllr Penny has completed the Chairmanship and Code of Conduct training. 
Praises the community workers for their work on the cliff path. 
‘Slow’ signs and white lines to B3314 have been repainted. 
One of the houses at the bottom of the village is looking better since being cleared. Enhanced Local Maintenance Partnership (LMP) fund has granted £11,900 to repair the steps from Port Gaverne valley up to Trewetha. 
The Code of Conduct does not have an attachment on the website. Clerk will rectify. 

b. Divisional Members Report - Members to receive a report – 
Cllr Moore is absent from the meeting, no report.

c. Playing Field Development Committee – Members to receive an update.
Cllr Button informs Members that there has been contact with the case officer and aspects such as drainage are still under discussion. The material issue is the biodiversity net gain. There are plans to increase this on the neighbouring site. A section 106 will be required with solicitor costs in the region of £500-£1000. There is no obligation to act on this until we start building. 

d. Tre Haven CLT (Formally STEND_HWG) – Members to receive an update.
Cllr Williams informs Members that the second application for stage 3 of early-stage feasibility funding has been submitted for £30,000 which is match funded by the Parish Council (PC) leftover reserve. The Masterplan has been completed which will be covered by the funding. Cllr Button queries retrospective funding; Cllr Williams confirms funding cannot be done retrospectively. Cllrs express praise for Cllr Williams’ hard work.

e. C&MS Report – Members can enquire about anything on the C&MS Report or Playground Inspection Report / C&MS can inform Members of any relevant new information.
Cllr Symons asks if the toilets are now working well. C&MS explains that they have a lot of use over the summer. Healthmatic engineer is due out tomorrow (14th October). There are only two companies in the West Country, so both are very busy. The posts for Roscarrock have been dispatched today (13th October).
Cllr Williams comments on how much better the crossing by Hillson close is looking after the C&MS and local maintenance person cleared back the hedges.
C&MS explains the current situation with the Port Gaverne steps and the Enhanced LMP grant. The Enhanced LMP grant was created for a single project on a first come first served basis. C&MS had previously reported the steps to Cornwall Council (CC), but they did not have the money to cover the costs. The steps should be a metre in width but are currently around 40-45cm. People have been accessing the steps up the grass slope but there were steps that started at the bottom originally. When A1 have been instructed to cut it back previously, they have never managed to cut it enough to expose any steps. The task was considered too hazardous for the Community Payback Scheme and has therefore stayed the same for many years. 
In the last week or so a land owner has managed to uncover the bottom section to reveal another 35 steps. This is a positive outcome but with the steps being under ground for so long, they will need reenforcing to make them safe for public use. The estimate for this additional work comes in at £5,000. The maximum grant for the Enhanced LMP was £15,000. The £11,900 grant has been approved for the 85 steps that start above the grass slope.
C&MS will go back to CC and explain what has happened in the hope that they will increase the grant amount to £15,000 from £11,900. It will then fall to the PC to cover the additional £2,000 or to try and get the work completed for £15,000 instead of £17,000. Members will be updated at November’s meeting.

	Environmental / Amenity Matters – including the Contract & Maintenance Supervisor Report and any items received after the agenda was issued: 

a. Tree Planting – Cllr Williams – Discuss planting plan/quote for the Main Car Park from arborist Steve Evans. 
The key consideration is for offsetting the biodiversity net gain. Cllr Williams suggests more planting to fill in the gaps. One of the planning conditions when building the Main Car Park was to provide areas of biodiversity within or around the plot of land. The PC was given three years to complete the planting initially and then received an extension. Anything that failed within ten years was expected to be replanted. 
In the previous planting efforts, Cllr Williams did not see any buckthorn or roses and all the whips seemed to be of the same plant. Cllr Williams shows a photograph on the screen of an area of lawned grass between a row of parking bays. The plants would provide the element of screening that was included in the original plans for the Car Park. Cllr Williams shows members a list of what should have been planted at the time along with a photo of a sea buckthorn five-year whip growth. Cllr Williams feels the area selected is not too exposed for the plants to survive. 
The area will need to be cleared, which was not realised last time. Cllr Williams suggests sacrificial planting on the bank below and planting in zig-zag lines. 
C&MS highlights the increased budget that will be needed to manage the trees/whips. Cllr Williams notes that if the correct procedures were followed in terms of managing the plants/whips, we would be in a better position now. Unfortunately, they were cut off from the tops and not layered. Cllrs question the list of plants and whether they have come from the arborist. 
Proposed by Cllr Williams, seconded by Cllr Button, that Members resolve to put aside a reserve for future planting around the Main Car Park to offset biodiversity net gain. 

b. Headlands Parish Council Led Petition – Cllr Penny – The Clerk sent an email to Members with information about petitions. Members to discuss and agree on an action. 
Proposed by Cllr Penny, seconded by Cllr Button, that Members resolve to direct a PC led petition towards CC using legislation from the Building Act and advice from a solicitor. Cllr Penny offers to prepare this on behalf of the PC.

c. Parish Signage – Cllr Penny – Proposal to increase signage encouraging dog owners to pick up after their dogs. 
Cllr Penny shows Members a sign he has purchased after coming across several amounts of dog mess. 
Proposed by Cllr Penny, seconded by Cllr Cleave, that Members resolve to purchase six signs at £15 each to be displayed around Port Isaac, Port Gaverne and Trelights. 

d. Parish Paving – Cllr Penny - Proposal to spray and weed pavements around the parish, particularly Trelights & Hartland Road.
Proposed by Cllr Penny, seconded by Cllr Webster, that Members resolve to write a piece for the Trio highlighting the home owner’s obligation to clear the path directly in front of their home. This applies to council tenants also. Cllr Penny has offered to write the piece. 

e. Cemetery Rules, Regulations and Policy – C&MS – Details have been shared with Members prior to the meeting. Members may make comments or suggest changes before adoption of the new rules, regs & policy.
C&MS displays documents on the screen for Members. Explains there is no obligation to have a children’s area in the cemetery. Discusses the items around the memorials causing damage to mowers. There is a plinth for flowers, memorials that do not fit on the plinth may be removed and stored up to 3 months for the owner to collect. The wording on the gravestones will be monitored more attentively and be taken to full council if the Chair and Vice Chair feel the wording may not fall under the PC’s prerequisite of ‘simple and reverent’.
Cllrs suggest a cemetery committee could be considered to make decisions such as having an area for children, whether wording is appropriate on headstone applications etc. 
Proposed by Cllr Cleave, seconded by Cllr Pierpoint, that Members resolve to adopt the updated cemetery policy.

a. B3314 – Cllr Cleave - Re-surfacing works from Poltreworgey turning to Delabole. Members to discuss. 
Response from CC Highways - 'This is a scheme now for next year, probably next Autumn I suspect as we have run out of funds for this financial year, although in the interim period the B3314 is inspected on a monthly basis so any safety defects will be dealt with as necessary.'
Cllr Penny asks the Clerk to establish whether the neighbouring parishes of St Kew, St Teath and Delabole have complained about the condition of the road. Clerk will feed back any responses.

e. Community Payback Scheme – C&MS – Members to discuss the budget which will cover workers expenses. 
Proposed by Cllr Webster, seconded by Cllr Hills to resolve that Members agree to a capped budget of £50 per month, dependant on whether any works are carried out. Cllr Penny proposes a budget of £500 per year. Motion carried unanimously. 

f. Projector – VAT included on all quotes. £551.36 (Brand - Epson) – most similar to the village halls. Cheaper option for a smaller machine - £299.99 (Brand – Kodak). Expensive option for £769.69 (Brand – Lenovo).
Members to consider the increase in the estimated costs and agree on one of the three options. 
Proposed by Cllr Penny, seconded by Cllr Pierpoint to resolve that Members test the cable to rule out a fault and would be willing to try a cheaper projector if the reviews were positive.
